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 A Life in Freeze Frame
An Independent Reading Project
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Novel:

Please select a biography, autobiography, or memoir and get it approved by the instructor. 

Project Description:

After reading the biography, autobiography, or memoir, think of this individual’s life as a movie. Freeze specific parts of their life like an image by thinking about how this part of the individual’s life will look in a picture.  Freeze the most significant, life changing, and important aspects of their life and create freeze frames of this individual’s life.  
Project Guidelines:

1. Freeze 12 of the most important, significant, and life-changing events of this individual’s life.  
2. Each frame must be a picture that represents the major events in this individual’s life. 
3. Additionally, each frame must have caption/explanation describing the experience being framed and how it impacted this individual’s life.

4. A quotation directly from the text must support the above caption/explanation cited appropriately with page numbers.  

Project Components:

1. Include an introductory or title frame (not included in the 12) which consists of the individual’s name (bolded and in large print), title of the novel, your name, date, period, and assignment name.  
2. The frame following the title frame should be similar to a table of contents (not included in the 12) with the titles for each of the upcoming frames and the frame numbers that correspond (think of a DVD or CD cover).  
3. The last frame (not included in the 12) is a Works Cited page in MLA format.  
4. Altogether, you should have a total of 15 frames which includes the title, table of contents, 12 frames about the individual’s life, and the works cited.  

End Product: 

Your end-product for the freeze frames can be done electronically creating DVD’s or using Moviemaker or programs of the like.  It may also be done manually creating comic strips, film strips, picture books, timelines, collage of images/Polaroid’s and text, mobiles, etc.  Your end product is just that, a product you create so be original and think out-side of the box!

Appearance: 

Be consistent with the fonts, size of fonts, color of fonts, picture sizes, background coloring, types of pictures, etc.   
Oral Presentation:

Complete a Speech Outline and refer to the Guidelines for Presentation and the Oral Presentation Rubric for assessment.  A visual that is colorful, legible, appealing and large enough for the audience to view is a requirement for the oral presentation (your freeze frame product will be your visual – make it count!).

Guidelines for Presentations
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The Presentation Visual must include…

· Resources used (establish credibility)

· Pictures/Professional Drawings/Images that relate to the topic/main points

· Add mood music to the presentation to fit the topic

· Bring in artifacts to enhance your presentation

· Presentation must be large enough that everyone in the room can see it clearly

Presentation Information must include the following information…
· Introduction that grabs the audience’s attention with a greeting, (Good morning, my name is…and today’s topic will be…. OR Have you ever wondered …? Well my name is …and I will be explaining that to you today).

· Preview your main points by listing them using transitional devices (Initially, in my presentation you will understand…then…and finally, I will explain….)
· Be sure to include where you garnered your information (According to Rosenblatt, Readers do need to respond to texts OR When Rosenblatt states that…)
· Be sure to have a conclusion that wraps up your main points, reviews what was said and is of some interest to the audience (I hope now your realized that…OR Now you have learned that…)

· Be sure to practice at least one to two times so that you DO NOT READ throughout the whole presentation, and INCLUDE transitional devices so that your speech runs smoothly.
