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time capsule (plural time capsules)
1. a sealed container, buried at some location, that contains records of contemporary life - to be rediscovered in the distant future
Congratulations! You and your group have finished your book. As a group you now need to create a Time Capsule. It is very important that you follow the directions for this assignment very closely. 

1. Choose 20 items to place in your Time Capsule. These items must be connected to the book in some way.

2. Select a container that you will use to put all your items in. The container must be symbolic in someway of your book. (For example, for Little Red Riding Hood’s Time Capsule, I would use a wicker basket as my container) 

3. Each item in your container must have a 1 paragraph explanation that illustrates: 

a. the importance of the item

b. why it was selected 

c. why you would want someone in the future to “find” it. 

d. what page in the book you found the information that led to you selecting this 

     item

*This would be a total of 20 paragraphs

4. Where will you bury your time capsule? This must be symbolic of your novel. (1 Paragraph) 
5. Who do you intend to find it? (1 paragraph) 
6. What year will it be opened? (1 paragraph) 

7. Why is it important for humans in the future to know about your book? (2 paragraphs) 
Your final product must be a physical time capsule with your twenty items in it. You also must TYPE the descriptions and explanations. You must edit your paper. I expect no spelling or grammatical errors.

 Be prepared to share your time capsule with the class. 

Each group member must participate and each group member will have the opportunity to grade each other on their level of participation and work ethic. I will also be grading each student on their participation.
